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D.  PREPARE CUFFS AND SLEEVES:  With right sides together, fold cuff in half lengthwise and stitch ends.  Clip corners, turn and press.  Top stitch lace along the fold as shown.  Turn raw edges under and stitch.
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J.  MAKE THE STOCKINGS:  Stockings were made from brown cotton Lycra (I have this in stock).  Fold in half and stitch.  Trim seam.  Turn inside out.
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I.  MAKE THE BELT:  With right sides together, fold belt in half lengthwise.  Stitch it as shown.  Turn belt.  Tuck raw ends under and hand-stitch end shut.  Belt should overlap about 1 5/8”.  Sew buttons.  Sew snaps.
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H.  Follow Step 10.  Sew from stitched folds on the sleeves to the hemline.  In Step 11, omit the lace.  Finish the Pleats as in Step 12.  Omit Steps 13 thru Step 18.  Follow Step 19.








C.  Follow the main dress instructions for step 1 thru 3, omit step 4, then apply step 5 and 6.  Omit step 7 thru 9.














E.  Fold in the bottom of the sleeve for 3/4” on each side and top-stitch along the fold as shown to make the placket.  Gather the bottom of the sleeve.  Pull up gathers to fit the cuff.  With right sides together, sew cuffs to sleeve bottoms.





Barely gather the top of the sleeve to fit the armhole.  This really is just to shape the top of the sleeve.  There should be no visible gathers.  With right sides together, pin the sleeves to the armholes between the pattern and the dots.  Stitch and seam-finish them.
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F.  With right sides together, sew front facing to back facings at the shoulder seams.  Press seams open.  Pin collars right side up to the right sides of the square neckline from front to back.  Hand baste in place.  Check to be sure lace that extends 1/4" past the collar ends will be caught in the neckline front and back seams.
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G.  With right sides together, pin the facing over the neckline sandwiching the collar between the facing and the dress.  Stitch around the neckline.  Clip corners.  Turn the facing to the inside and press or pound the neckline with the handle of the scissors or a small hammer to reduce bulk.  Hand-stitch the facing to the dress behind the box pleats.
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B.  PREPARE THE COLLAR:  I used tatting for the trim and hand sewed it to the top of the collar.  Because this collar is small, it is easier to topstitch the lace rather than insert it.  With right sides together, stitch around collars.  Trim corners carefully, turn and press.  Hand-stitch the lace. Let the lace extend 1/4" past the ends of the collar.  Set the collars aside.
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A.  Trim away 1/4” from the top of the armhole on the front and the backs.  Begin 1/4” from the shoulder seam and taper the cut to the armhole dot on the pattern.
